Includes the subject of the research and answers questions about: what was studied, what was the purpose of the study, why the research problem was important, what was known so far, and how did the research expand knowledge about a given issue. 
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A theoretical approach/research perspective as well as brief information about what the research brings to science may be also presented. Beyond the aim of a study, this section also includes information on research questions and/or hypotheses.
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This section is necessary for the article describing the empirical study. As required, it may include but not limited to the following subsections: Study design, Participants, Stimuli and apparatus, Procedure, Measurements and Statistical Analysis.
